> Over the weekend, Tropical Storm Nate is expected to track across the northwest part of
Georgia mainly late Sunday into early Monday. Although this landfall point is well to the
west of estimates this time last night, forecasts still bring the cone of uncertainty through
our NW portions later this weekend. This would bring winds that are less than sustained
tropical storm force to the local area but still substantial with 20 to 25 mph and gusts

to 30 to 40 mph possible.

Saturday through Monday Impacts

What:

Tropical Storm Nate is currently in
the southwestern Caribbean, headed
north towards the Gulf coast.

When:

Impacts will likely be observed in
Georgia late Saturday through
Monday.

Where:

The current forecast predicts
landfall as a low-end hurricane
between LA and the western FL
peninsula . Tropical storm conditions
are expected inland. In Georgia, the
highest impacts are expected in
north Georgia, including the Atlanta
metro.

Potential Impacts:

Heavy rainfall, strong wind gusts,
and isolated tornadoes will be
possible.
